You will be responsible for performing inspection and surveillance of construction projects as well as other duties related to inspection of equipment and materials. You will perform duties as a technical consultant to the Operations Flight Director, DIO and Engineering Flight, conducting inventory and condition assessments for all sewer, water, and mechanical infrastructure systems and will gather information to compile into written inspection reports. In addition, you will comply with health, safety, and environmental rules and procedures, and perform work in a manner that enhances the safety of the work environment.
