4. Skill in troubleshooting electronic problems on large projects and applying test procedures; and in the
use of hand and power tools of the electronics trade to include a variety of electronic, electrical, or
electromechanical test and measurement equipment.

5. Ability to test, calibrate, troubleshoot, overhaul, repair, and install complete electronic systems.

6. Ability to read and interpret a variety of technical data, such as schematics, diagrams, and technical
orders relating to the electronics trade



What are the conditions of employment for this role?

1. You will be required to handle and safeguard sensitive information in accordance with applicable US
and UK laws, rules and regulations.
