	What will be your primary role: This position optimizes resource allocation for civil engineering activities by analyzing data to inform investment and execution strategies. The successful candidate will manage installation Asset Management Plans, using Sustainment Management Systems to conduct performance analysis, guide risk-based decision-making, and plan life-cycle requirements.

Key responsibilities involve interfacing with customers to validate project requirements, planning and analyzing both preventive and corrective maintenance, and supporting cradle-to-grave project execution within the Civil Engineer Squadron. The role also includes integrating the Operations Flight workforce for data standards, preventive maintenance, and contract management.
