Your responsibilities will extend to managing these projects, where you will maintain surveillance over construction contractors to ensure overall compliance with specifications, schedules, and safety protocols, drawing upon your understanding of architecture and other engineering disciplines. The position is also responsible for the planning, programming, budgeting, and execution of required projects in support of assigned programs.
Additionally, you will perform work in facilities operations and maintenance, provide consulting services, and coordinate projects with various stakeholders. A key aspect of this role involves collecting data and evaluating factors that affect the application of engineering concepts to observe, measure, analyze, and describe physical and technical features. You will be expected to comply with all health, safety, and environmental rules and procedures, performing all work in a manner that consistently enhances the safety of the work environment.
