They will analyze such factors as usage rates, inventory, seasonal demands, prices, special projects or program changes as well as determine quantities required and timely stock replenishment and rotation by use of experienced judgment, historical data, occupancy and utilization. They will also manage stock of perishable items to ensure that items are used before expiration dates. Perform pickup and delivery of supplies, amenities, and equipment at scheduled intervals to ensure an adequate stock at all workcenters. 
They will be responsible for warehousing of expendable and non-expendable backup stocks according to generally accepted supply warehousing and safety policies and standards as well as maintain and catalogs files of items.
