3. You will be required to complete a 6-month probationary period.

5. You may be assigned other duties not included in this position description, but that are appropriate to
the grade and skill set of the incumbent.

6. You must be able to communicate effectively both orally and in writing.

7. Your work hours will be 39 hours per week on an as rostered schedule (this will be working any 5
days out of 7) where start & end times may be modified due to mission needs and in accordance with
the organization's flexible working policies.

8. You must obtain and maintain the appropriate security clearance.

9.The Local National Direct Hire (LNDH) Program does not participate in regular drug testing, however
positions covered by this document may be subject to drug testing upon reasonable suspicion of
substance abuse, and safety mishap or accident testing.

10. The work requires you to drive a motor vehicle. An appropriate, UK valid driver's license (category
