The incumbent will oversee construction contractors to ensure
adherence to contracted specifications and schedules, utilizing a strong knowledge of general
engineering and architecture. In addition to project management, the role involves providing consulting
services, data collection and analysis, and ensuring compliance with all health, safety, and environmental
regulations.
