	What will be your primary role: Some of the duties for this position involves performing heavy mobile equipment mechanic work including troubleshooting malfunctions, determining the type and extent of repair required, repairing, and maintaining equipment including, but not limited to aircraft platform loading deck cargo loaders, container handlers, bulldozers, power shovels, road graders, mobile cranes, and other types of material handling and construction equipment. Repairing, overhaul, tear down/rebuilds, modifies, and maintains a variety of systems and components including diesel, multi-fuel, and gasoline engines and other items. Performing automotive mechanic work including troubleshooting malfunctions, determining the type and extent of repair required, repairing, and maintaining vehicles including forklifts, tow tractors, truck tractors and trailers, sweeper trucks, wreckers, buses, vans, ambulances, pickup trucks, sedans, and hybrid vehicles. Use diagnostic tools, orders parts, completes documentation, and provides training and assistance to others. Utilize safety practices and procedures following established safety rules and regulations and maintains a safe and clean work environment.
