	What will be your primary role: The primary purpose of this position is to provide emergency police, fire, and medical services to the public by answering emergency 911 calls and responding with the appropriate personnel and equipment. You will maintain an accurate status of all emergency response equipment and personnel to ensure a prompt and accurate response. This equipment includes police, firefighting, hazardous materials and wild land firefighting, technical rescue and ambulance services.

You will maintain maps, checklists and charts, including automated programs and prepare and maintain reports and records relating to emergency responses.

You will operate and maintain telephones, automated data processing equipment, printers, voice recording equipment, and other devices installed in the dispatch center and you will report directly to the Dispatch Supervisor.

• You must maintain Telecommunicator Level I & II as well as HAZMAT Awareness and CPR within one year of employment and re-qualify as required.

	What are the Qualification Requirements: 1. Knowledge of communications operations to include a basic knowledge of trunked radio operations, and patching radio frequencies.
2. Knowledge of basic computer operations to include work and Excel processing, retrieval and input of data.
3. Knowledge of location and availability of vehicle fleet, the type of apparatus and equipment needed for the emergency at hand and a basic knowledge of firefighting techniques and terminology.
4. Ability to effectively communicate both orally and in writing using a calm and stable demeanor while dealing with emergency situations.
5. Ability to multitask and to react accordingly within issued guidelines to ever changing information and
circumstances.
6. Work independently with immediate supervision.
