The incumbent of this position will conduct advisory services and data analytics for human resources functional areas that typically involve long range,
highly complex, and often sensitive topics. They will provide routine information and assistance to employees and supervisors in support of resource management programs. They will performs special projects as assigned as well as variety of Human Resources Benefits and Allowances (B&A) activities as well as Travel and Transportation functions associated with overseas employment of US citizens. They will also perform Componency Program processing actions for US Forces Civilian Component status actions in the UK. They will uses multiple office automation software with varied functions to produce a wide range of documents, formats, etc as well as prepare written correspondence and other documentation.
