This involves regular facility inspections and assessments to identify deficiencies and develop maintenance/restoration plans. The role requires project planning, budgeting, and execution, including developing cost estimates, securing funding through Air Force processes, and managing both in-house and contracted labor.  Projects will encompass sustainment, modernization, repair, and construction of real property facilities. Proficiency in software such as SMS, CADD, and project tracking programs is essential.
