	What will be your primary role: The purpose of this role is to serve in the Design & Engineering office as a professional civil/structural engineer. The duties of the role include the management, planning and design work for substantial multi-phase new construction, renovations, and improvement projects for real property facilities, including utility systems,  in support of RAF Menwith Hill Base Operations. You will maintain surveillance over construction contractors and provide consulting services and project coordination, utilizing your professional knowledge of civil engineering and knowledge of architecture and other engineering disciplines to ensure overall compliance with contracted specifications and schedules. In addition, you will plan, program, budget, and execute required projects in support of assigned programs, and perform work in facilities operations and maintenance functions. The duties will include the collection of data and the evaluation of factors which affect the application of concepts, principles, theories, and methods required to observe, examine, measure, analyze, map, and describe physical and technical features and phenomena. You will comply with health, safety, and environmental rules and procedures and perform work in a manner that enhances the safety of the work environment.
