The work pattern is a rotating 12-hour shift (as rostered) which will cover 
both a day and night shift pattern Overtime may be required, and you may be assigned other duties 
not included in this position description, but that are appropriate to the grade and skill set of the 
incumbent. 

5. You must be able to communicate effectively both orally and in writing and must obtain and maintain 
the appropriate security clearance.
